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	TRAVEL PROGRAM 


The Fondation pour la Memoire de la Shoah (FMS) addresses this program to teachers, specialized trainers and their associated managerial personnel desiring to organize a trip to one or more of the sites dedicated to the memory of the Shoah, within or outside France.  

PREAMBULE

The FMS considers travel to places of internment, deportation and extermination of Jews during the Second World War as a complementary element in instruction, important for the understanding of the horror and the specificity of the Shoah.  
Solicited to an increasing extent by educators desiring to take their classes to these places of memory, the FMS has decided to make a particular effort to respond to their desires.  Therefore, it has entrusted to the Mémorial de la Shoah, the responsibility for organizing, with priority being given to teachers of primary and secondary grades, trips of one day’s duration to Auschwitz-Birkenau, preceded by a specific preparatory program.   

In addition, the FMS continues to encourage travel initiatives, which do not fall into the category of the programs of the CDJC, described previously, according to the following eligibility criteria:

CRITERIA FOR ELIGIBILITY 
· Pedagogic aspects

The FMS has chosen to support, on a priority basis, travel by teachers and training personnel, but also trips by members of the general scholarly community, university based or similar, whether they be religious or civil. 
These travel programs must be preceded by a period of preparation taking into account the possible psychological and emotional consequences, and followed by a period of assessment and a precise evaluation. 

Only trips to the deportation and extermination camps, organized between November and March, are eligible for support by the Foundation.

For general academic public, the trip may be integrated within a “TPE” type plan of an educational establishment or a specialized course, or within the cadre of academic programs in History, Literature or Philosophy.  Prior preparation will be n indispensable precondition, with a view towards intensifying the interest of the students and increasing their motivation to participate in the trip. 

The details of the proposal should deal with the nature of the instruction to be dispensed, as well as the ancillary written and audiovisual materials which will contribute to the preparation for the trip (the history of the Shoah, but also the history of Judaism and the Jewish communities prior to this period, in France and in Europe). 


For other groups, preparatory work commensurate to the level of the participants, and, if possible, a follow up activity, will be requested, as well.  

Meetings with former deportees, survivors of the extermination camps, are recommended.  If needed, the FMS will be able assist the applicants in directing their requests to interlocutors who have all of the competence necessary in order to help in designing the preparatory and follow up phases of the project, such as the Mémorial de la Shoah and the “Union des déportés d’Auschwitz” (Association of Auschwitz Deportees).
· Budgetary section

An individual contribution, even a modest one, must be made by each of the participants. The financing of the trip must be covered primarily by the organizing association or educational establishment, local governmental agencies (Mayoral offices, Departmental General Councils, Regional Councils, etc.), public or private institutions, or various sponsors.  

The contribution of the FMS will be evaluated based upon the number of participants, the places visited, the duration of the trip, and the activities undertaken.  The sums awarded to project applicants will also be a function of the number of prior files, which were the objects of a favorable decision. 

IMPORTANT

- The requests for support must be sent, between September 15, 2005 and October 30, 2005, to the Fondation pour la Mémoire de la Shoah, simultaneously, by both electronic mail (enseignement@fondationshoah.org) and by post, in the form of two hard copies.  Incomplete files, faxed forms and files arriving after the dates indicated above will not be considered.  

 - Unless an exception is made, the decisions to the primary applicants no later than the end of January, 2006.

· For films and documentaries, the existence of a distributor

· For books, the existence of a publisher

· For trips to places of memory, the extent to preparation and the methods for follow up
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
